Our young children from the 

ages of kindergarten through fourth grade are invited to participate in the 9:30 a.m. Family Mass 

in a special way.  Our dedicated Sunday Catechists prepare the Scripture readings and reflection 

on the children's levels.  We are blessed to offer this opportunity for growth in faith each Sun-

day during the school year.                                                                                  . 

  

Special sessions were held for the parents/guardians of children receiving the sacraments of 

Penance, Eucharist and Confirmation.  Since OLBS functions as a true parish community no 

distinction or separation exists between our parents and children in the sacramental prepara-

tion.  All of our First Holy Communicants, numbering 70 in totality, celebrated Bread Day to-

gether in preparation for First Eucharist.  The elementary aged Confirmation candidates (67 in 

all) participated in a retreat day together.

     The 2008-2009 school year was a busy and successful one for Our Lady of the Blessed Sac-

rament School. 

 

     398 students attended the school during 2008-2009.  This represents an increase of 16 stu-

dents from the previous year. 

 

     Test scores were outstanding in 2008-2009, far surpassing New York State, New York City, 

and Diocese of Brooklyn average test scores. The following is a list of the percent of students 

scoring Level 3 (meeting the State Standards) and Level 4 (exceeding the State Standards).

     The Class of 2008-2009 received 18 scholarships to the Catholic High Schools; this includes 

one acceptance to Regis. We also had students accepted to specialized programs in the Public 

High Schools of Townsend Harris, Brooklyn Technical High School, Bronx High School of 

Science and Frank Sinatra School of Arts. 

 

     Sharing of Our Faith is one of the most important activities the students participate in.   We 

have continued to attend weekly Masses and monthly school Masses, learn and pray the Rosary 

as well as the Stations of the Cross.  We prepared our second graders for First Penance and First 

Communion.  The seventh graders performed Community Service in preparation for Confirma-

tion in conjunction with their classroom preparation.

Technology improvement was a big focus this past year.  We received a grant from the Alive in 

Hope Foundation to install 4 interactive whiteboards in our classrooms.  We also researched 

and planned the new computer lab which is up and running.  This year we will focus on Profes-

sional Development for the teachers to integrate all of the new technology into everyday activi-

ties and lessons for all of the students in the school. 

 

Our Music and Art Programs continue to engage students and help them to develop artistically 

and spiritually.   We held our 3rd Art Auction of class projects this past winter.  Music Together 

classes are now fully integrated into our Early Childhood Programs (Nursery, Pre-K and Kin-

dergarten).  The cello and violin program had 68 members and the school band had over 40 

members. 

 

The end of the year financial report was a positive one.  We continue to spend carefully and 

make each purchase count.  We do this to ensure that we will remain fiscally sound for the fu-

ture. 

 

The Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament Home School Association conducted numerous fund-

raisers and social events during this past year.  With a true spirit of community, they include all 

of the Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament parish families in their activities. 

 

 The 2009-2010 school year has begun with great optimism. Our enrollment 

has increased to 404.  We will continue our mission of educating the whole 

child by providing spiritual, intellectual and artistic learning experiences for 

our students.

  achieve their credit hours for volunteering for us.  In the last fifteen minutes the 

  students sit and process information in a meeting style, and end with a prayer.

The students signature project is to make meatloaf monthly 

  for St. Johnôs Bread and Life Soup Kitchen,  Dignity Packs for the homeless, that 

  are distributed by the same source, made up of a bar of soap, a face towel, a 

  tooth brush and often a tube of paste packed in a plastic bag.  When age appro-

  priate (18), students can serve, after training, as Extraordinary Ministers of Holy 

  Communion, or Lector at the Youth Mass.  The students also make Rosaries for 

  sources needing them such as Our Ladyôs Rosary Makers in Louisville, Ken-

  tucky.  Sacramental Preparation for students who did not have the opportunity to 

  finish with their sacraments of initiation.
