SACRAMENTS  AND  PRAYER 

Eucharistic Adoration: Begins every Friday after Holy 

Communion at the 9:00 AM Mass. Concluding prayers and the 

Benediction Rite for this holy hour  begins about 10:15 AM. 

 

Baptism: Instruction classes are held on the last Saturday of 

each month in the rectory at 11 AM. Parents should call the rec-

tory to arrange an appointment with one of the priests before they 

attend the class. Parents should bring with them to this appoint-

ment a copy of the child’s birth certificate.  Baptism is adminis-

tered on the 2nd Sunday of every month at 2 PM. 

 

Reconciliation: Saturday: 3:45 PM or by appointment with one 

of the priests. 

 

Marriage: A couple must come to the rectory to make arrange-

ments for their wedding at least six months in advance of their 

proposed wedding date. Please call one of the priests to make 

an appointment. Please log on to www.pre-cana.org for complete 

information about marriage preparation in the Diocese. 

 

Anointing of the Sick: One of the priests should be called as 

soon as there is a sign of serious illness. 

 

Communion of the Sick: Anyone who cannot attend Mass be-

cause of illness may receive the Eucharist at home on a regular 

basis. Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion assist the 

priests in this ministry.
